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Over the next few years the new translations will be introduced to the English speaking world. Whjle som

of the wording of the Mass will change, the essential character and ritual will remain the same. Wha
missal provides is a more accurate translation of the text of the prayers from Latin into English. Mug
language that we will see will be familiar to those who may have the old St. Joseph Missal that was U

At the heart of the change is a desire of the Church to ensure that the sacred nature of the Litur
fully expressed and experienced by those called into worship. We will also see some corrections of t
were hastily done in the earlier editions of the Missal.

In November of this year the bishops of the United States will have their annual meeting in Wa
D.C. At that meeting they will vote on the final parts of the translation. If all goes well, we may see 1
the new translations coming into place as early as next year, although that seems unlikely.
